Justification:
When developers submit the initial PW1 documentation to the Department Buildings (DOB) to make alteration to a building or begin construction on a new building, they do not provide details on the number of affordable units being constructed or altered in the project. This makes it difficult for elected officials and the public to know in advance what a development’s affordability will be, which in turns impacts their response to the development. 

This bill would add questions to the PW1 form on the number of affordable units estimated to be constructed or altered by a development. This would create greater transparency in the development process by allowing the public to know what the affordability plans are at the beginning of the development.
