	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the office of operations, the office of environmental coordination, and an office of long-term planning and sustainability.


	Sponsors: Council Members Gennaro, Brewer, Foster, Gonzalez, James, Koppell, Mendez, Nelson, Seabrook, Weprin, Mark-Viverito, Lappin, McMahon, Liu, White, Jr., Recchia Jr., Vallone, Jr., Vacca, Martinez, Gioia, Garodnick, Rivera, Monserrate, Comrie, and Ignizio.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend subdivision b of section 15 of the administrative code of the City of New York by adding a subsection 5 to create the office of environmental coordination, which would provide assistance to all city agencies in fulfilling their environmental review responsibilities for proposed actions by the city subject to such review. In addition, this legislation would amend chapter 1 of the administrative code of the City of New York by adding a new section 20 to create the office of long-term planning and sustainability, which would develop and coordinate the implementation of policies, programs, and actions to meet the long-term needs of the city with respect to its infrastructure, environment, and overall sustainability citywide.  This section also would require this office to develop sustainability indicators, long-term citywide sustainability plan, and other such goals.  There are also reporting requirements for the office to prepare and publish with the Mayor’s and City Council.  
In addition, this legislation would ensure the perpetuity of the Mayor’s Office of Environmental Coordination and the Mayor’s Office of Long-Term Planning and Sustainability.

	Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
