Justification
Currently, our older adult population is at 20% and expanding fast. Our communities do not have sufficient medical facilities to meet their needs. Namely, we need facilities that accept all kinds of insurance, specialists for all types of treatment, and those equipped to meet the unique needs of older adults. All of these need to be readily accessible to where older adults live. It is our responsibility as a city to ensure that older adults’ medical needs are met and close gaps where they are not. This bill will order a study on gaps in medical care for older adults and issue a report on findings and recommendations to close gaps.
For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
