	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to identification stickers for commuter vans

	Sponsors:
Council Members Liu, Koppell, Gonzalez, Gerson, Nelson, Recchia Jr., Stewart, and Weprin


	Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend subdivisions b and c of section 19-529.4 of chapter 5 of title 19 of the Administrative Code to require that commuter vans display a sticker on at least the front, back and sides of such vehicles containing a unique emblem in such form as shall be prescribed by the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC). The TLC shall issue such stickers to the commuter van owner upon the issuance of a commuter van license. Also, it would require that such sticker be large enough to be easily seen by law enforcement officers and members of the public, include information uniquely identifying the van and be hard to replicate. 



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect one hundred twenty days after it is enacted into law; provided that the TLC shall promulgate necessary rules and regulations for the prompt enforcement of the provisions of this section.
