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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I want to thank

          3  everyone for coming relatively on time. We had one

          4  last item to deal with which has since been

          5  resolved, so we want to thank all parties involved

          6  for helping resolve that issue.

          7                 This will be a very brief meeting.

          8  There are a few items laid over. There is two

          9  disapprovals. We'll go through the calendar and then

         10  open up the questions.

         11                 LU No. 462 is in Council Member

         12  Palma's district. C020488 ZMX. According to staff,

         13  the developers -- if I could have some order in

         14  here, because I have some questions also about the

         15  agenda. There's a bunch of stuff going on on it,

         16  withdrawals and disapprovals.

         17                 Apparently LU No. 462 is supposed to

         18  have been withdrawn, the paperwork was never done,

         19  so we're doing a motion to disapprove.

         20                 LU No. 543, College Point. Council

         21  Member Avella's district. C050482 ZMQ. It is a

         22  rezoning. LU No. 573 in Council Member Weprin's

         23  district. Commercial overlay. C050171 ZMQ.

         24                 LU Nos 574 and 575 are related. It is

         25  a zoning map change, and it is a special permit.
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          2  C04088 ZMM, C040489 ZSM. Rezoning and a special

          3  permit.

          4                 Council Member Rivera's district. LU

          5  No. 578. It is a zoning map change in the Bronx,

          6  C040326 ZMX.

          7                 Councilman Barron, welcome.

          8                 LU No. 555. Council Member Gerson's

          9  district. 20055657 TCM. 198 Allen Street.

         10                 LU No. 585. 20055567 TCM. Also a

         11  sidewalk cafe. It will be a motion to disapprove. In

         12  Council Member Quinn's district.

         13                 LU No. 525 is a UDAAP in Council

         14  Member Perkin's district, C050425 HAM. It is to

         15  facilitate the development within five buildings of

         16  40 residential units, and retail use.

         17                 LU No. 526. 050427 HAM. This is a

         18  housing project to be laid over until Wednesday.

         19  Council Member Gerson's district.

         20                 LU No. 526, I fully expect that this

         21  will be voted on Wednesday, which means there will

         22  be a special meeting of planning and we will tell

         23  you the time at the end of the meeting.

         24                 LU No. 583, Council Member Arroyo's

         25  district. C050459 HAX.
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          2                 LU 549 is in Council Member McMahon's

          3  district. 20065007 HKR. It is in Staten Island. 1674

          4  Richmond Terrace. It is a landmark of that building.

          5                 Council Member Sears's district. LU

          6  No. 565. 20065006 HKQ. This is laid over. This is

          7  laid over in the subcommittee. We'll do it at the

          8  next meeting. It is of Elmhurst Branch Bank on

          9  Queens Boulevard.

         10                 LU No. 576. Council Member Gerson's

         11  district. 20065004. It is the landmarking of 67

         12  Greenwich Street.

         13                 LU No. 577. In Council Member

         14  Brewer's district. The landmarking of the

         15  Windermere. 20065005 HKM.

         16                 LU No. 557 is a modification, a lease

         17  at 306 Rutledge Street. In the subcommittee it was

         18  modified to allow the lease for one year. We are

         19  here with the knowledge and acquiescence of the

         20  Chair of the Subcommittee, moving it to 21 months,

         21  as the term.

         22                 LU No. 487 is a UDAAP, and LU No. 558

         23  is a UDAAP in Council Member Arroyo's district.

         24                 We've seen that all the subcommittees

         25  have been extremely busy. We thank them for all
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          2  their work. I would like to open it up now for

          3  discussion.

          4                 Please call the roll.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Katz.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I vote aye on all.

          7                 I just want to make a note on the

          8  east side rezoning, LU No. 574 and 575. The Speaker,

          9  whose district this is in, is in support of the

         10  application, and I think that the parties have

         11  worked to get to where they are today, but I think

         12  also the fact that the Council member whose district

         13  it is in is in support of this application.

         14                 It is a good thing for the area, and

         15  some respect that we always give the Council members

         16  for their local rezonings, I would like to vote aye

         17  on all, and we'll talk about the planning meeting

         18  after.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Quinn.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: I vote aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Madam Chair, I

          5  ask to be excused so I can vote on my Landmarks

          6  Committee? It's open, right?

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: It's open, yes.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: I vote aye on

          9  all Landmark items, and I vote aye on all Land Use

         10  items.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Aye on all.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Aye.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: I would like

         17  to vote aye on all Landmarks, and aye on all Land

         18  Use.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye on all.

         22                 And Madam Chair, may I just remind

         23  members of the Disposition Committee that we're

         24  meeting on Wednesday.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: 10:30.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Monserrate.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE: I vote aye

          4  on all. And let me remind the Chairman of the

          5  Dispositions that lunch is on him.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lanza.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I ask to be

         14  excused to explain my vote.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         16                 Before you explain your vote, if I

         17  can, if people are going to leave, I'll just remind

         18  them that at 10:30 on Wednesday is the Subcommittee

         19  on Planning and 11:00 will be the full Committee on

         20  Land Use. 10:45 will be the full Committee on Land

         21  Use on Wednesday. And your offices will be notified.

         22                 Council Member Felder.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I just want to

         24  clarify the compromise issue for the record and just

         25  to say is that the City wanted two years on a public
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          2  siting matter to be able to renew their lease for

          3  two years. Councilman Yassky had a community he

          4  represents had problems with that area, and a

          5  compromise was worked out initially for 12 months,

          6  not two years. And when I came down I found out that

          7  a new compromise had been worked out for 21 months,

          8  which is what you just voted on, and to me that's

          9  not much of a compromise. It doesn't make any sense

         10  at all.

         11                 So, I just, because you mentioned at

         12  the recommendation of the Chair, I just wanted to

         13  say --

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I said

         15  acquiescence? Or did I say recommendation?

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Whatever you

         17  said --

         18                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I said

         19  acquiescence.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Even that. You

         21  know, I have a problem with my reputation as being a

         22  mashoogina, as it is, but not for this. I'll discuss

         23  it with you later. The point is not for this. It

         24  does not make sense for me to have a compromise for

         25  21 months instead of 24 months, unless that's in
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          2  lunar years or whatever it is. I don't know what

          3  that is.

          4                 So, it doesn't make that much of a

          5  difference to me. If Councilman Yassky wants 21

          6  months, I respect him, and I vote yes on all.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of 15 in the

          9  affirmative, zero in the negative, no abstentions,

         10  all items are adopted.

         11                 Council members, please sign the

         12  Committee reports.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: If everyone could

         14  give me a minute for the record? There was an

         15  agreement, I know landmarks, and when we came down

         16  today, we found out that there was another agreement

         17  between Councilman Yassky and the City, so we are

         18  acquiescing to that agreement and I'm sure that

         19  Councilman Yassky appreciates all of your support on

         20  that modification.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Madam Chair,

         22  can he define what he said --

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Can I define

         24  it?

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: To keep this from
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          2  going from bad to worse, the Committee meeting will

          3  be open for ten more minutes.

          4                 Meeting adjourned.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member

          6  Sanders.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: I vote aye on

          8  all.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote currently

         10  stands at 16 in the affirmative.

         11                 Council Member Perkins.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Yes.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now currently

         14  stands at 17 in the affirmative, zero in the

         15  negative and no abstentions.

         16                 Thank you.

         17                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON PERKINS: Committee

         18  on Land Use is adjourned.
