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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring that third-party food delivery services permit delivery workers to set limitations on distance and route for deliveries

Bill Summary:

This bill would require that third-party food delivery services provide delivery workers with the option to set a maximum distance for trips and to indicate that they will not accept routes that would require travel over a bridge or through a tunnel, or over or through specific bridges or tunnels. The third-party food delivery services would also be prohibited from imposing any negative consequences on delivery workers as a result of the limitations they have chosen.
