         20                 CHAIRPERSON CRUZ: And also, for the

         21  record, Counsel to the Committee is Carl Smith and

         22  Policy, Frank Neely.

         23                 Also joining us is Howard Lasher, a

         24  Committee member.

         25                 Proposed Resolution 258 -- I am
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          2  sorry, Resolution 258-A. Let me do this again, I am

          3  sorry. Proposed Resolution 258-A, sponsored by

          4  Council Member Spigner, Council Member Cruz, Council

          5  Member Pinkett, Council Member Malave-Dilan, Council

          6  Member Rodriguez, Council Member Warden, Council

          7  Member Watkins, Council Member Ognibene and Council

          8  Member Stabile, also Council Member Harrison,

          9  Council Member Leffler, Council Member Robinson,

         10  Council Member Robles, Council Member Koslowitz,

         11  Council Member Lasher, Council Member Espada and

         12  Council Member DiBrienza, calls upon the New York

         13  State Legislature to amend the Public Officer's Law

         14  to require the uniformed members of the New York

         15  City Police Department to reside within the City.

         16                 Although resolution 258 squarely

         17  addressed the issue of police residency, proposed

         18  resolution 258-A adds a whereas clause, to reference

         19  an additional compelling reason for residency

         20  requirements.

         21                 The new provision reads, "whereas, it

         22  is expected that a residency requirement would make

         23  the New York City Police Department more

         24  representative of the community it serves by

         25  restricting the eligibility pool to New York City
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          2  residents where there are a larger number of

          3  African-Americans, Latino and Asian-Americans."

          4                 Plainly stated, the Police Department

          5  must reflect the racial and ethnic composition of

          6  the neighborhood it serves. Anything short of that

          7  is not effective and clearly unacceptable.

          8                 Our efforts in calling upon the State

          9  Legislature to do the right thing adds additional

         10  credibility to the up-surge of public opinion on

         11  this issue.

         12                 Would you call the roll now.
