A local law in relation to the disapproval of a determination by the Taxi and Limousine Commission to approve an application by Staten Island Car Service, Inc. also known as Staten Island Car Service Inc. for the renewal of a license to operate a base station in the borough of Staten Island.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:


Pursuant to Local Law 51 of 1996 the Council has the authority to review determinations by the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC) to approve applications for base station licenses, including renewals of such licenses.  The Council may, within ninety days after the first Stated Meeting following receipt of such a determination, “call up” a determination for review by passing a resolution and either approve or disapprove that determination by passing a local law.  The Council called up each of the base stations for which local laws are being considered in Resolution No. 1143 which was passed by the Council on January 19, 2000.


Res. No. 1143 invoked the Council’s authority to review sixty-four determinations by the Taxi and Limousine Commission to approve applications for the renewal of a license to operate a base station and to review eight determinations by the Taxi and Limousine Commission to approve applications for a license to operate a new base station


Int. Nos. 684, 686, 688and 690 would each disapprove one of the determinations made by the Taxi and Limousine Commission.  


The address of each base station is found in the text of the bills, which are attached to this report.
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
