Justification
This bill would establish an office of quality of life. Such office would be headed by a director appointed by the Mayor. The office would have the power and duty to coordinate agencies in order to address quality of life issues.

Quality-of-life concerns—such as noise, sanitation, public disorder, and neighborhood conditions—do not fit neatly within a single agency’s jurisdiction. Empowering this office to coordinate agencies will improve communication, reduce duplication, and enable more timely and effective responses to community complaints. Ultimately, the bill promotes more efficient government operations, stronger interagency collaboration, and improved day-to-day living conditions for residents.

For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
