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          1  COMMITTEE ON CONTRACTS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Today is June

          3  the 4th, 2002, and we're going to be voting on

          4  Resolution No. 142, proposed Intro. No. 111-A, and

          5  proposed Intro. No. 112-A.

          6                 We held a hearing April 15th where

          7  these matters were discussed, and there was one

          8  little amendment technically to proposed Intro. No.

          9  111-A where I'm going to ask Rob Newman, our General

         10  Counsel, to explain the difference.

         11                 Robert.

         12                 MR. NEWMAN: The original version of

         13  111 had the requirement for a public hearing, in the

         14  original law, the Administrative Code there's a

         15  requirement for a public hearing for contracts that

         16  were let through a process other than competitive

         17  sealed bid, or competitive sealed bid to

         18  prequalified vendors for a hearing, contracts valued

         19  at over $100,000. Initially we raised that limit to

         20  $250,000, and had a process for public comment in

         21  its stead.

         22                 Now we've actually raised the limit

         23  to $500,000, and we have eliminated the need for

         24  public comment period, but we haven't eliminated the

         25  need for the hearing, if at least one person, just
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          2  one person after that hearing, then the hearing must

          3  be held for contracts between 100,000 and 500,000

          4  dollars now.

          5                 For Intro. 112-A we made a technical

          6  amendment, and the basis of the reporting or the

          7  information that's required for the report now for

          8  small purchases is that which is required to be

          9  contained in the computerized database under

         10  Administrative Code Section 6-116-2. It's

         11  essentially the same information, but we wanted to

         12  make sure that the information was readily available

         13  and could be easily reported.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Thank you,

         15  Robert.

         16                 And also, you have the summary of

         17  each one, and summary of the legislation with the

         18  effective date and the fiscal year, the impact

         19  anticipated, and as you can see here, from effective

         20  date Fiscal Year '02, '03 and '04, the amount of

         21  money, if at all, impacted. And obviously you see

         22  there the impact is zero, okay?

         23                 Any questions from any member of the

         24  Committee?

         25                 Okay. Any speakers from the public?
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          2  No, okay.

          3                 Should we take ten minutes first, or

          4  automatically record it?

          5                 MR. NEWMAN: No, call the roll.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Okay.

          7                 Can we call the roll on Resolution

          8  Number 142.

          9                 The members that are present are

         10  Margarita Lopez, and Joe Addabbo and John Liu and

         11  myself, and also I recognize Council Member Eva

         12  Moskowitz. It should be recognized that Eva

         13  Moskowitz has been championing this particular

         14  legislation for years, and she said to me that I

         15  need to be here when this is finally passed.

         16                 And from a process point of view, the

         17  Procurement Policy Board passed several years ago

         18  their share, and in order for this to become law,

         19  the City Council must pass a resolution. So,

         20  obviously, as you see here, Eva Moskowitz' name is

         21  the first name on the Resolution, indicating she is

         22  the one who authored it and trying to push it

         23  forward, and once we pass this, then that particular

         24  statute will become law, because that's the way the

         25  system works.
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          2                 So, with that, Eva, would you like to

          3  say a word or two about this, since you've been

          4  championing this for years?

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER MOSKOWITZ: Robert,

          6  just really, Chairman Jackson, to thank you. I think

          7  it is a new day on the City Council under your

          8  leadership and the members of this Committee this is

          9  moving, because it's something that will make

         10  government more efficient and productive and I think

         11  that's very important, if it doesn't sound like the

         12  most telling topic to the general audience, it's

         13  actually a very, very important thing and you're to

         14  be commended. So, thank you very much.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Thank you, Eva.

         16                 Without any objection, we're going to

         17  call the roll on all three items at the same time.

         18                 Is that okay with everyone?

         19                 Hearing no objection, would you

         20  please call the roll.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Aye on all.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lopez.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Addabbo.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER ADDABBO: Aye on all.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Liu.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: Yes on all.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote stands at

          6  four in the affirmative, zero in the negative, no

          7  abstentions. The vote is still open.

          8                 The vote for Intro. 111-A, Intro.

          9  112-A and Resolution 142 have all been passed.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Any comments or

         11  questions from anyone?

         12                 Okay, I would like to keep the record

         13  open, and I'll adjourn this meeting in order to keep

         14  the record open.

         15                 (Hearing concluded at 10:30 a.m.)

         16                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: The Contracts

         17  Committee is hereby reopened. And with that, on

         18  Resolution Number 142, proposed Intro. Number 111-A,

         19  and proposed Intro. No. 112-A, we want to record

         20  additional votes.

         21                 Would you call the roll, please.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Stewart.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Aye.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Aye on all?

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Aye on all.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Yassky.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: Aye on all.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Do members have

          5  any questions or comments on the record?

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: My only

          7  comment would be to congratulate you, Mr. Chairman,

          8  for your terrific work on these bills. Sheparding

          9  through I think they're very significant

         10  improvements in the procurement process, and I am

         11  very pleased to be able to vote for them.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Well, all of the

         13  work and effort was put in by the staff of the

         14  Contracts Committee, so they deserve all the credit.

         15                 Thank you very much, and this meeting

         16  is -- I'm sorry.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         18  six in the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         19  abstentions. All three items are adopted, proposed

         20  Intro. 111-A, proposed Intro. 112-A and Resolution

         21  142.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: At this point in

         23  time this meeting is adjourned.

         24                 (Adjourned.)

         25                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Good morning.
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          2  This Contract hearing, June the 4th, we

          3  inadvertently closed the record without recording

          4  one vote, and we would like to reopen to record that

          5  vote.

          6                 Concerning the vote on proposed

          7  Intro. 112-A, proposed Intro. 111-A, and Resolution

          8  142, we're going to have a vote, one vote on all.

          9  So, we're going to ask for the call at this time.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Clarke.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: I vote aye on

         12  all.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         14  seven in the affirmative, zero in the negative, no

         15  abstentions. Items 111-A, 112-A and Resolution 142,

         16  all adopted.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON JACKSON: Thank you for

         18  all, and the hearing is adjourned.
