	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to posting beach inspection results, and to repeal section 18-131 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as enacted by local law number 14 for the year 1991.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation is designed to increase public awareness of beach and park cleanliness through the posting of signs. The proposed legislation would amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to posting beach inspection results by requiring the Department of Parks and Recreation to publish inspection data for bathing beaches obtained from the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene on its official website. Also, the bill would require that the Department of Parks and Recreation post on its official website the date and results of all inspections of all Department properties including, but not limited to, parks and beaches and to provide the public with an easy-to-use mechanism to search for local park ratings. Lastly, this legislation would correct a technical error in the administrative code of the city of New York, by repealing section 18-131, in which two sections are numbered the same, by combining both sections under the title “Posting of Signs.” 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately after its enactment into law.
