TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the general municipal law, in relation to expanded coverage for disabilities caused by stroke.

BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the proposed legislation would expand the current law that creates a presumption that heart disease was caused on the job to include stroke for police officers and firefighters. New York State already presumes under the law that any uniformed paid police officer or firefighter who successfully passed an entry level physical examination and subsequently developed a heart condition incurred such condition during the performance and discharge of their duty, unless proved to the contrary by competent evidence. The proposed legislation would expand provisions of the "heart bill" as it applies to police and fire to include disabilities caused by stroke.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would amend the New York State General Municipal Law by amending subdivision a of section 207-K. This bill would add stroke to the list of conditions presumed to have occurred in the performance of duty for police officers and firefighters.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation would take effect immediately and shall be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after January 1, 2002. 
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
