Justification: 
Defective sidewalks pose safety and accessibility issues to all New Yorkers. Currently the City is limited in its ability to impose fines on property owners who fail to maintain sidewalks that are necessary for pedestrian mobility. This bill would create a mechanism with which the City may impose civil penalties on property owners who do not maintain their sidewalks and encourage greater compliance.
