	TITLE: A Local Law in relation to establishing a pilot program for collecting dog feces at dog runs for the purpose of composting

	SPONSOR(S): By Council Members Epstein, Hanif, Aldebol, Banks, and Morano






SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 864 would require the Commissioner of the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to establish a pilot program to collect dog feces from dog runs under DPR’s jurisdiction for composting. At dog runs, the Commissioner would install dog feces collection bins, provide compostable dog feces bags, and post a sign at each bin recommending that individuals deposit dog feces in the bins. DPR would transport the dog feces and bags collected in the bins to appropriate compost facilities. This bill would also require the Commissioner to report to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council and post online on the amount of dog feces collected and composted, where the compost was used, the efficacy of dog feces composting efforts, program implementation challenges, and potential program expansion. This report would be due no earlier than two years and six months after the effective date and no later than three years after the effective date.  The Commissioner would have to make best efforts to coordinate with compost facilities to obtain the information required in the report.

The exact cost cannot be estimated at this time because the costs would depend on the size and scope of the pilot program.
