WHEREAS, Linden Canyon LLC, submitted an application to the New York City Planning Commission for a modification of the previously approved Restrictive Declaration D-19, dated June 28, 1976,  which in conjunction with the related actions would facilitate two new six and 12-story mixed-use residential and community facility buildings containing 267 dwelling units, of which up to 80 units would be permanently income-restricted, at 78-08 Linden Boulevard (Block 11384, Lot 1) in the Lindenwood neighborhood of Community District 10, Queens (ULURP No. N 240147 LDQ) (the “Application”);  

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on January 5, 2026, its decision dated December 17, 2025 (the “Decision”), on the Application; 

WHEREAS, the original, approved Restrictive Declaration D-19 (the “Declaration”) dated June 28, 1976, was recorded on October 5, 1976, in connection with the mapping of a C1-2 commercial overlay on the property (CP No. 23263) and Declaration required development generally in accordance with plans attached to the declaration, which included streetscape improvements and a site plan, on Brooklyn Block 4496, Lots 1, 3, 5, 8, and 9, and Queens Block 11384, Lot 1;  

WHEREAS, Linden Canyon LLC, the current owner, wishes to redevelop Queens Block 11384, Lot 1 in a manner inconsistent with certain aspects of the Declaration and is requesting a modification to remove Queens Block 11384, Lot 1 from the Declaration to allow the development of two new mixed-use residential and community facility buildings; 

WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council (as the successor in jurisdiction to the New York City Board of Estimate) pursuant to the terms of the Declaration; 

WHEREAS, the Application is related to applications C 240145 ZMQ (L.U. No. 24), a zoning map amendment to change an R4/C1-2 zoning district to R7A/C2-4 and R6A zoning districts, and N 240146 ZRQ (L.U. No. 25), a zoning text amendment to designate a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area;

WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on February 3, 2026; 

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and 

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Negative Declaration issued on July 14, 2025 (CEQR No. 24DCP123Q). The Negative Declaration includes an (E) designation (E-851) related to hazardous materials, air quality, and noise to avoid the potential for significant adverse impacts (the “Negative Declaration). 

RESOLVED: 
 
The Council finds that the action described herein will have no significant impact on the environment as set forth in the (E) Designation and the Negative Declaration. 
 
Pursuant to the terms of Restrictive Declaration D-19, and on the basis of the Decision and Application, and based on the environmental determination and consideration described in the report of the City Planning Commission for N 240147 LDQ, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision of the City Planning Commission for the modification of Restrictive Declaration D-19 on property located at 78-08 Linden Boulevard (Block 11384, Lot 1), Borough of Queens, Community District 10.
