..Title

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the inspection of horses, stables and cabs.  

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:


Section 1. Subdivision j of section 17-330 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:
    
j. 
Horses used in a rental horse business shall be inspected on the field at least four times a year to enforce the provisions of this subchapter.  Stables in which horses used in a rental horse  business  are  kept shall  be  [open for inspection] inspected at least four times a year. [by authorized officers, veterinarians and employees  of  the  department,  and  any  persons  designated  by   the commissioner to enforce the provisions of this subchapter, agents of the ASPCA,  police  officers,  and  employees  of the department of consumer affairs.]  The Commissioner may contract with a non-governmental third party to perform the inspections, provided however that all inspections required under this subchapter shall be performed by a single entity that has veterinary training in the care of horses.
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§2.  
Section 20-378 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:

§20-378  Periodic inspection. The license department shall cause all sight-seeing buses and horse-drawn cabs now, or hereafter  licensed,  to be  inspected  at  least  once  every  four  months.  The  date  of such inspection and the signature of the person making the  inspection  shall be recorded upon the inspection card in the spaces provided therefore.  Pursuant to subdivision (a) of section 17-330 of this code, the Commissioner may contract with a third party to perform the horse drawn-cab inspections.
§3.  This local law shall take effect immediately.
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
