	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the electrical code. 

	Sponsors:
Council Members Provenzano, Comrie, Nelson, Reed, Seabrook, Stewart, and Weprin (by request of the Mayor) 



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend two provisions of the electrical code pertaining to the use of non-metallic conduits.  The first amendment would allow for the use of non-metallic conduits in residential buildings of three floors or less or in a dwelling unit that is not more than three floors above grade.  The second amendment would allow the use of non-metallic conduits in non-residential buildings only in circumstances where such conduits are within walls, floors, or ceilings with a fire resistance rating of one hour.  This legislation follows the framework established by Local Law 64 of 2001 whereby the city’s electrical code would conform to the National Fire Protection Associations National Electrical Code as amended to meet the requirements of building construction in the city and periodically updated to reflect new standards and technology.
