Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would add, through the posting of an additional sign, East 21st through East 23rd Streets, between Campus Road and Foster Avenue, and East 24th Street, between Glenwood Road and Foster Avenue, respectively, as East 21st Street/Kenmore Place, East 22nd Street/Elmore Place, East 23rd Street/Delamere Place and East 24th Street/Mansfield Place.

Effective Date:  This local law would take effect immediately.

Impact on Expenditures:
This legislation would require six signs each for East 21st Street/Kenmore Place, East 22nd Street/Elmore Place and East 23rd Street/Delamere Place East 21st for a total of eighteen signs.  For East 24th Street/Mansfield Place, four signs would be needed.  Each sign cost $37.50 each with an additional $750 for the installation of these signs.  The total cost of enacting this legislation is $1,575.
