	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend the Administrative Code, by adding a new section 3-244, which would ensure New York City benefits or services would be available to domestic partners. This legislation would ensure parity in the provision of City benefits between married couples and domestic partners both now and in the future, by explicitly providing that any benefit or service provided by the City to married persons would be available to domestic partners. As a result, each time a new City benefit or service is available, domestic partners would automatically be entitled to equal access. Under the bill, a certificate of domestic partnership issued by the City Clerk or its equivalent from another jurisdiction constitutes sufficient proof of domestic partnership for the purposes of applying for benefits and services. In addition, this legislation would require the Administration to provide to the Council, after the effective date of this legislation, information on benefits provided to married persons but not domestic partners and reasons therefore.
