Justification:
The bill would allow restaurants to install high-quality winter vestibules enclosing their licensed sidewalk café areas—spaces for which they already pay the City of New York year-round. The increasingly frigid and wet weather across the city’s fall and winters prevent their practical use. There are also businesses that are unclear on what is allowed and prohibited so this legislation would add clear guidance to help business owners plan. This bill complements the Council’s focus on outdoor dining (though it specifically addresses sidewalk permits and not roadway).
