	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to reducing the emission of pollutants from vehicles that handle, transport or dispose of the City’s solid waste and recyclable materials.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed local law would amend Chapter one of Title 24 of the administrative code of the city of New York to require the use of best available retrofit technology, as verified by the United States Environmental Protection Agency or the California Air Resources Board, by diesel fuel-powered non-road vehicles and diesel fuel-powered motor vehicles that operate primarily within the City of New York and used in the fulfillment of solid waste or recyclable materials contracts with a city agency to reduce particulate matter emissions and  nitrogen oxides. Also, the bill would require that the Department of Environmental Protection make determinations, and publish a list containing such determinations, as to the best available retrofit technology to be used for each type of diesel fuel-powered motor vehicle and diesel fuel-powered nonroad vehicle to which this section applies. Lastly, this legislation would impose a civil penalty of not less than one thousand dollars and not more than ten thousand dollars, in addition to twice the amount of money saved by such owner or operator for failure to comply with this law. However, where a contractor has been found to make a false claim with respect to the provision of this law, such contractor shall be liable for an additional civil penalty of twenty thousand dollars.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect four months after its enactment into law.
