Title:

A Local Law to amend subparagraph (a) of paragraph 4 of subdivision h of section 1152 of the New York City Charter, as added by a vote of the electorate at a general election held on November 6, 2001.



Sponsor: Council Member Pinkett and Clarke  (by request of the Mayor).


Summary of Legislation: In the 2001 general election, the electorate adopted an amendment to the City Charter, which allows for a reconstituted and expanded Board of Health.  In order to comply with the amendment, the City will have a thirty-day transition period in which to identify and appoint qualified candidates. This proposed local law would extend the transition period to June 1, 2002 or the date upon which the ten members of the reconstituted and expanded board other than the chairperson have been appointed and qualified, whichever is earlier.   

Effective Date: This law would take effect immediately, and shall be deemed to have been in force on and effect on and after December 6, 2001; provided however that the mayor and the City Council, and any affected city agencies, are hereby authorized to perform all acts necessary to ensure that all members of the reconstituted and expanded board of health may take office no later than June 1, 2002 or as soon as possible.
