The hit-and-run deaths of children in recent months are testament to the fact that additional protections for children are needed, particularly in the vicinity of schools.
This bill would require the Department of Transportation to paint school safety signs and install overhead school safety signs on each street where a school entrance is located to alert drivers to the presence of school-aged children and pedestrians.
