Title:

A local law to amend the charter of the city of New York by adding a new section 1058 to Chapter 46 to establish a system to distribute voter registration forms at certain agencies.

Sponsor:
By Council Member Miller, the Public Advocate (Mr. Green), Council Member Pinkett, et al.

Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Chapter 46 of the New York City Charter to add a new section 1058. This legislation will require certain City agencies to distribute voter registration forms to clients when they first apply for services or when they reconfirm or change their address. This procedure has been found to be highly effective in registering new voters and updating voter registration rolls in places across the country that have implemented similar programs. This program will serve to facilitate public access to voter registration forms, but not actually register anyone because only the Board of Elections may register a voter pursuant to State Election Law. The changes from 450-A eliminate the stipulation that participating agencies must send a voter registration application to any person requesting one, and the level of assistance each agency must provide.
