This bill would require the Department of Information Technology & Telecommunications (DoITT) to create and preserve archival copies of those data sets in which the data may be removed or replaced, such as for performance data or permit and licensing data.
It would also require DoITT to include guidelines on the dividing of large data sets into smaller data sets, when technical barriers or practical concerns require such division, in the open data portal’s technical standards manual.
