	A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the New York City Police Department to provide information to the City Council regarding school safety agents.

	ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:

On January 4, 2004, the Committee on Education, chaired by Council Member Eva Moskowitz, and the Committee on Public Safety, chaired by Council Member Peter Vallone Jr., will hold a joint hearing on Int. No. 322-A.  Int. 322-A was passed by the City Council on November 10, 2004, and vetoed by Mayor Bloomberg on December 9, 2004.  The Council received the Mayor’s veto message at the Stated Meeting on December 15, 2004.  Today’s hearing will consider whether the Council should pass Int. 322-A, the Mayor’s veto notwithstanding.

I. BACKGROUND  

This proposed local law would amend the City’s Administrative Code to require the New York City Police Department (NYPD) to provide the City Council with information regarding school safety agents.  Specifically, under the provisions of section 14-150 of the Administrative Code, the NYPD “shall submit to the city council on a quarterly basis” a variety of “materials, data and reports,” including a “report detailing the number of uniformed personnel and civilian personnel assigned to each and every patrol borough and operational bureau performing an enforcement function within the police department . . . .”

II. INT. NO 322-A OF 2004

Int. 322-A amends paragraph 3 of subdivision a of section 14-150 of the administrative code to include, as part of the report detailing the number of uniformed and civilian personnel, “for each school operated by the department of education to which school safety agents are assigned, the number of school safety agents, averaged for the quarter, assigned to each of those schools.”


This local law would become effective immediately.

A LOCAL LAW

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the New York City Police Department to provide information to the City Council regarding school safety agents.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section One.  Section 14-150 of chapter one of title fourteen of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:

a. The New York City Police Department shall submit to the city council on a quarterly basis the following materials, data and reports:


***


3. A report detailing the number of uniformed personnel and civilian personnel assigned to each and every patrol borough and operational bureau performing an enforcement function within the police department, including, but not limited to, each patrol precinct, housing police service area, transit district and patrol borough street crime unit, as well as the narcotics division, fugitive enforcement division and the special operations division including its subdivisions, but shall not include internal investigative commands and shall not include undercover officers assigned to any command.  Such report shall also include, for each school operated by the department of education to which school safety agents are assigned, the number of school safety agents, averaged for the quarter, assigned to each of those schools.
§ 2. This local law shall become effective immediately.
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
