	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend subdivision 1 of section 20-216 of the administrative code of the City of New York, regarding billiard and pocket billiard rooms.  This amendment clarifies that certain establishments must have at least three billiard tables to be required to receive billiard room licensure from the Department of Consumer Affairs.

This legislation does not create any new violations regarding billiard room licensures.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 120 days after its enactment. However, the Commissioner of Consumer Affairs may take any actions necessary prior to such effective date for the implementation of this local law including, but not limited to, establishing guidelines and promulgating rules.
