	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation enhances site-specific safety plans by including in such plans a requirement that prior to performing any work all construction workers successfully complete a 10-hour course in construction industry safety and health, within the previous five calendar years. Such course must be approved by the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or by the Department of Buildings (DOB) commissioner. Proof of successful completion of the course will be evidenced by a completion card, training roster, or attendance record all of which must be readily available upon request by the commissioner.  All construction workers, within seven days of their employment, must also attend a site-specific safety orientation program, which will include a review of any hazardous activities to be performed. 


	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect 90 days after enactment except that the DOB commissioner can take any actions to implement such local law prior to the effective date.
