A resolution calling upon the City of New York to end the ban on vehicles with a single occupant from entering Manhattan between 6 AM and 10 AM south of 60th Street other than the restrictions imposed at the Brooklyn Battery Tunnel.

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:

The resolution calls for an end to the ban on single occupancy vehicles that use the river crossings south of 60th Street during the morning rush hours.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT:

Extreme traffic congestion after September 11th compelled the City to adopt this ban.  This congestion has ended, and it is time for the City to move toward normal traffic patterns.  The end of these travel restrictions will help the City attract visitors for shopping, theatre and other cultural pursuits.
