A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing certain penalties applicable to operators of commuter vans
BILL SUMMARY:

Currently, the civil penalty for violating any law or rule related to commuter vans is $1,000 for a first offense and $2,500 for second and subsequent offenses within two years. The civil penalty for illegally operating a commuter van is $500 to $1,000 for a first offense and $1,000 to $2,500 for second and subsequent offenses within two years. The bill would increase the civil penalty amounts for any violations related to commuter vans and for illegally operating a commuter van to $3,000 for a first offense and $4,000 for second and subsequent offenses within two years.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

90 days after it becomes law.
