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TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to classifying housekeeping violations as immediately hazardous.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends title 28 by adding a new section 28-201.2.1.12.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On May 6, 2008, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 763, A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to classifying housekeeping violations of the Building Code as immediately hazardous. The Council is concerned about the quality of housekeeping being maintained on and around construction sites throughout the City. Housekeeping responsibilities require general maintenance of the construction site, safe storage practices of associated building materials, debris and waste, as well as clean and hazard-free passage to pedestrians and others near the site, walking and traveling through allotted public access points. The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings, construction industry professionals and members of the general public who are concerned with this topic.

Int. No. 763 

Bill section one amends the Administrative Code by adding section 28-201.2.1.12. This section would increase penalties for violations in housekeeping procedures by classifying such violations as immediately hazardous. 

Bill section two provides that this law would take effect on July 1, 2008.

Technical correction


The provision being added should have been identified as item 12 of section 28-210.2.1. This error will be corrected in the final version of the bill.
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
