The proposed bill would extend current requirements for day care facilities operating in structures erected before January 1, 1978 to preschools, nursery schools, and schools. Specifically, paint in such facilities would be presumed to be lead-based, unless owners or operators of such facilities can demonstrate that such paint was tested by a certified inspector, and found not to contain lead. The proposed legislation would require owners or operators of preschools, nursery schools, and schools to remediate any lead-based paint found in such facilities.
