          7  colleagues, at the end of this meeting we'll be

          8  recessing this meeting. We will be coming back

          9  tomorrow for 10:00 Finance Committee and also

         10  Sanitation also at 10:00 tomorrow, and the Stated

         11  Council will begin soon thereafter as everything is

         12  printed and capable of being able to move forward

         13  on.

         14                 So, we will be undoing the recess and

         15  recessing thereon tomorrow.

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

         17  Member Barron.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Thank you,

         19  Madam Public Advocate.

         20                 I would just like to join my

         21  colleague Margarita Lopez, in offering my support of

         22  what she's saying about the balancing of the budget

         23  off the backs of the poor. I think the tax package,

         24  the Mayor should have joined the City Council in

         25  other increases in taxes that would be more toward
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          2  the rich and those who can afford it, as opposed to

          3  regressive taxation that hurts poor people.

          4                 The more income we could have raised,

          5  the less bleeding would have occurred. So, I just

          6  wanted to commend Margarita Lopez and join her in a

          7  strong voice saying that the Mayor should have

          8  joined us to increase taxes on those who can afford

          9  to pay and help us to get out of the mess that we're

         10  in, and I hope in the future that we fight for a PIT

         11  surcharge, and we fight for an income tax increase

         12  by those who make $250,000 or more, and not just

         13  regressive taxation that hurts poor people.

         14                 Thank you very much, Madam Public

         15  Advocate.

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Thank you,

         17  Council Member.

         18                 Council Member Lopez.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: I just don't

         20  think that it's fair to allow without going

         21  unnoticed the act that the Mayor has taken in regard

         22  to S7772, A.11799. Mr. Mayor, you have demonstrated

         23  that you are a friend to the gay and lesbian and

         24  transgendered and bisexual community with the

         25  position that you have assumed with the issue of the
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          2  domestic partnership, and I want to congratulate

          3  you, and I want to say to you that we will be

          4  forever grateful to you and to what you have done in

          5  regard of keeping your promise with the domestic

          6  partnership bill.

          7                 I also want to thank every one of the

          8  colleagues who are here today who voted for that

          9  piece of legislation.

         10                 Thank you very much. And today shows

         11  that this is a very different day in the Council,

         12  when instead of having a debate where people get

         13  insulted and belittled, you voted for this bill and

         14  it was not even a question.

         15                 Thank you very much, Mr. Mayor, and

         16  thank you to all of my colleagues. God bless you.

         17  my colleagues, it's a no gray sell deal here, Reso

         18  346, is the Cops Program. We're just supporting our

         19  US Senators and our City as a whole. Just to

         21  could have more cops in the streets. Check it out,

         22  sign on, it would be supportive of Hillary and

         23  Chuck, and most importantly, our citizenry. Thank

         24  you.

         11  African-American, Jewish, we're all living together,

         12  and the 35th Councilmanic District is a district of
