Justification:
The Centers for Disease Control, American Academy of Pediatrics, World Health Organization, and US Environmental Protection Agency among others, have repeatedly expressed that there is no safe level of lead exposure. Lead exposure has been shown to result in numerous negative health outcomes, including delayed cognitive development, damage to the nervous system and vital organs, behavioral changes linked to antisocial and criminal activities, and death. 
This bill would require the New York City Department of Environmental Protection to track the disposal of lead water service lines. This will not only increase transparency between the Department, the City Council, and the public, but would ensure that lead pipes are disposed of safely with no inadvertent exposure to the public.
