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Introduction


On September 16, 2015, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Jumaane D. Williams will hold a hearing to consider Int. No. 49, Int. No. 280, Int. No. 783 and Int. No. 831. The Committee expects to receive testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD), members of the real estate industry and other interested members of the public.
Int. No. 49


Int. No. 49 would require DOB to notify the appropriate Council Members and Community Boards whenever an application for a new building permit or for an alteration that will require a new certificate of occupancy for a building is received or denied.


Section one of Int. No. 49 would amend section 28-103.11 of the administrative code to require that, no later than five business days after receiving a completed application for a new building permit or a permit for an alteration that will require a new certificate of occupancy for a building, DOB send a copy of the application to the Council Member for the Council District in which the property is located and to the Community Board for the Community District in which the property is located.
Section two of Int. No. 49 would amend section 28-104.2.8 of the administrative code to require that, no later than five days after sending an applicant a notice of rejection of an application for a new building permit or a permit for an alteration that will require a new certificate of occupancy for a building, DOB send a copy of the notice of rejection to the Council Member for the Council District in which the property is located and to the Community Board for the Community District in which the property is located.

Section three of Int. No. 49 contains the enactment clause and provides that the local law take effect 90 days after its enactment, except that DOB may take measures necessary for its implementation (e.g. promulgate rules) before the effective date.

Int. No. 280 would require the Department of Buildings to maintain a registry of all filed deeds containing restrictive covenants and to make such registry available to the public.

Section one of Int. No. 280 would add a new section 28-103.14.2 to the administrative code to allow owners, neighborhood associations, civic associations or other similar entities to file deeds containing restrictive covenants with DOB and would require DOB to maintain a registry of all filed deeds containing restrictive covenants and to make such registry available to the public during regular business hours. 

Section two of Int. No. 280 contains the enactment clause and provides that the local law take effect immediately after its enactment.
Int. No. 783
Int. No. 783 would change the rate of interest applied by the Department of Finance to unpaid charges owed by landlords to the City for emergency repair work conducted by HPD. Currently, the rate of interest is set at 7%. Int. No. 783 would change the rate of interest to whatever rate the Council adopts in each fiscal year for the nonpayment of real property taxes.
Section one of Int. No. 783 would amend section 27-2144 of the administrative code to change the rate of interest applied to unpaid charges owed by landlords to the City for emergency repair work to a rate adopted by the Council each fiscal year.
Section two of Int. No. 783 contains the enactment clause and provides that the local law take effect July 1, 2015.
Int. No. 831

Int. No. 831 would alter permit filing fees for certain new building and alteration permit applications filed with DOB. 
Section one of Int. No. 831 would amend table 28-112.2 of the administrative code to alter such fees. 
The legislation would amend permit filing fees for certain new building permit applications as follows:

· It would reduce new building permit filing fees for work on one-, two- and three-family homes by half, from $0.12 per square foot to $0.06 per square foot. 
· It would also increase the square foot fee for buildings more than six stories or more than 100,000 square feet from $0.26 per square foot to $0.45 per square foot. 

· The minimum fee for buildings less than seven stories and less than 100,000 square feet that are not one-, two- and three-family homes would be increased from $100 to $280. 

· Additionally, the minimum filing fee for buildings more than six stories or more than 100,000 square feet would be increased from $100 to $290.
Further, the legislation would amend permit filing fees for certain alteration permit applications as follows:
· It would decrease the estimated cost of work fee for one-, two- and three-family homes from $5.15 per $1,000 of the alteration cost in excess of $5,000 to $2.60 per $1,000 of the alteration cost in excess of $5,000. The minimum filing fee for such work would also be reduced from $170 to $100.
· It would also provide only a single and reduced estimated cost of work fee for buildings less than seven stories and less than 100,000 square feet. Such fee would be reduced from $20 per $1,000 of the alteration cost in excess of $5,000 to $10.30 per $1,000 of the alteration cost in excess of $3,000.
· There would also be a single and increased estimated cost of work fee for buildings more than six stories or 100,000 square feet. Such fee would $17.75 per $1,000 of the alteration cost in excess of $3,000.
· Additionally, the minimum fee for buildings more than six stories or more than 100,000 square feet would be increased from $280 to $290.

Finally, the proposed legislation would authorize DOB to adjust such fees through the adoption of rules.

Section two of Int. No. 831 contains the enactment clause and provides that the local law take effect 30 days after its enactment.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the provision of notice to council members and community boards of applications filed with the department of buildings.
 

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1. Section 28-103.11 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 141 for the year 2013, is amended to read as follows:
§ 28-103.11 Applications and permits. The department shall receive and review applications, construction documents, and other related documents and shall issue permits, in accordance with the provisions of this code. No later than five business days after receiving a completed application for a new building permit or a permit for an alteration that will require a new certificate of occupancy for a building, the department shall send a copy of the application to the council member for the council district in which the property that is the subject of the application is located and to the community board for the community district in which the property that is the subject of the application is located.
§2. Section 28-104.2.8 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 33 for the year 2007, is amended to read as follows:
§ 28-104.2.8 Notification of rejection. Applications failing to comply with the provisions of this code and other applicable laws and rules shall be rejected and written notice of rejection, stating the grounds of rejection, shall be given the applicant promptly and not later than the date required in section 28-104.2.7. No later than five days after sending the applicant a notice of rejection of an application for a new building permit or a permit for an alteration that will require a new certificate of occupancy for a building, the department shall send a copy of the notice of rejection to the council member for the council district in which the property that is the subject of the application is located and to the community board for the community district in which the property that is the subject of the application is located.
§3. This local law shall take effect ninety days after its enactment, except that the department of buildings shall take such actions as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to its effective date.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of buildings to maintain a registry of restrictive covenants.

 

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Article 103 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 28-103.14.2 to read as follows:

§ 28-103.14.2 Registry of restrictive covenants. The department shall maintain a registry of all filed deeds containing restrictive covenants and shall make such registry available to the public during regular business hours.
§ 28-103.14.2.1 Filing of restrictive covenants with the department. A deed containing a restrictive covenant may be filed by the owner of the premises subject to the restrictive covenant or by a neighborhood association, civic association, or other similar entity whose area of geographic concern, as set forth in its certificate of incorporation, charter or other relevant organizing document, encompasses the premises subject to the restrictive covenant.
 
§2. This local law shall take effect immediately upon enactment.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the interest rate applied to unpaid charges for emergency repairs performed by the department of housing preservation and development.

 

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 

Section 1. Subdivision d of section 27-2144 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 19 for the year 2009, is amended to read as follows:

d. If such charge is not paid by the date when such charge is due and payable in accordance with subdivision c of this section, it shall be the duty of the department of finance to receive interest thereon [at the rate of seven percent per annum], to be calculated to the date of payment from the due and payable date. The rate of interest applied to such unpaid charge shall be the rate adopted for nonpayment of taxes on real property pursuant to subdivision (e) of section 11-224.1 of title eleven of this code.
§ 2. This local law shall take effect July 1, 2015.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to permit filing fees for new buildings and alterations

 

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

 

          Section 1.  Table 28-112.2 of article 112 of chapter 1 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 33 for the year 2007, fees amended by local law 8 for the year 2008 and local law 45 for the year 2011, is amended to read as follows:
