A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring direct telephone access to 911 service
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require all covered businesses (businesses which open facilities to the general public for the sale and purchase of goods and services) operating a multi-line telephone system to configure their telephone system to allow a person to directly access 911 service by dialing the digits “911” without having to dial an additional code, digit, prefix, postfix, or trunk access code. This requirement would also apply to any telephone system owned or operated by the city of New York or any agency of the City. The bill permits covered entities to seek an exemption from the Commissioner of the Fire Department of New York if the requirements are unduly and unreasonably costly to comply with, provided that exempted entities agree to place an instructional sticker on or immediately adjacent to each telephone informing users of the procedures to follow in case of emergency. Finally, the bill would assess a civil penalty of $250 for the first violation and $500 for each succeeding violation (every ten days that an entity is not in compliance constitutes a separate succeeding violation).
