SUBJECT
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Proposed site selection and supplemental funding agreement pursuant to Section 65-c of the Private Housing Finance Law, between the New York State Housing Finance Agency and the New York City Department of Housing Preservation and Development, for the financing and creation of housing units for eligible homeless families to be located at 165th Street and Boston Road (Block 2607/Lots 78 and 81).

INTENT

This funding agreement is the sixth supplemental agreement to a funding agreement approved by the Board of Estimate on December 7, 1989, pursuant to Section 65-c of Article III-A of the Private Housing Finance Law.  Article III-A creates a procedure for the City and the State to jointly develop permanent housing for homeless families and families at – risk of becoming homeless.  The City and State each has agreed to provide 85 million for a total of $170 million.


The sixth supplemental agreement represents the final phase of the “85/85” agreement.  This phase will add approximately 40 to 50 units of housing.
