TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of correction to report on the Rikers Island nursery program.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the Department of Correction (“DOC”) to report on its nursery. The DOC runs a nursery for children born while their mothers were in the custody of the DOC, or for children under the age of one whose mothers are incarcerated. This bill requires the DOC to report quarterly on the number of children in the nursery, the reasons any children were denied admission into the nursery, the placement of children born while their mothers were in DOC custody who are not admitted into the nursery, the length of stay in the nursery, programming and services available in the nursery, and rates of violence in the nursery.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

EFFECTIVE DATE:

90 days after enactment.
