City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development, pursuant to Section 505 of Article 15 of the General Municipal (Urban Renewal) Law of New York State and Section 197-c of the New York City Charter, for the 13th Amendment to the Harlem-East Harlem Urban Renewal Plan for the Harlem-East Harlem Urban Renewal Area.

The proposed plan:

1. eliminates certain parcels from the plan that will be included in the new Central Park North Urban Renewal Plan.

2. deletes a portion of Site 4D (Block 1775, Lot 28) from the plan and the renewal area.
3. conforms to the current HPD language, terminology and methodology.

4. revises Maps 1 and 2 to reflect changes in the boundaries and development sites of the URA.
