 This bill amends Subdivision b of Section P102.2 of Reference Standard RS 16 of Title 27 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to allow for greater flexibility in the use of materials for piping used to carry storm water or ground drainage water to the sewer system. This legislation would also update the reference standards in accordance with piping materials currently used inside residential buildings of three stories or less.
