A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the operation of electric scooters and bicycles with electric assist in parks

Justification

This bill would prohibit the operation of electric scooters and bicycles with electric assist in any park under the jurisdiction of the department of parks and recreation.

This bill is necessary to protect public safety and preserve the intended use of park spaces. Electric scooters and electric-assist bicycles can reach high speeds and pose a significant risk to pedestrians, children, seniors, and individuals with disabilities who use parks for recreation and leisure. Parks are designed as safe, shared spaces for walking, play, and relaxation—not for motorized or semi-motorized traffic. Prohibiting these devices will reduce collisions, prevent injuries, and help ensure that parks remain safe, accessible, and enjoyable for all visitors while protecting park infrastructure and natural landscapes from damage.

For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
