TITLE:  A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to creating a task force to study the feasibility of starting New York City public middle schools and high schools after 8:30 am in order to reduce adolescent sleep deprivation
BILL SUMMARY:

The proposed bill would establish a task force to study school start times in middle school and high school.  Members would be appointed by the Mayor (five members) and the Speaker of the Council (four members) and would include, at least, a high school student, a parent of a middle school student and a  parent of a high school student, a middle school teacher, a high school teacher, an administrator, a labor union representative, and a department of education representative. The task force would submit an annual report with recommendations to the Mayor and the Speaker. 
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED: The proposed local law is unconsolidated
EFFECTIVE DATE: Immediately, and is expired and deemed repealed five years after the date the proposed local law takes effect.
NOTE: In the full bill text online at legistar.council.nyc.gov, language in proposed consolidated laws that is enclosed by [brackets] would be deleted, and language that is underlined would be new. Language in proposed unconsolidated laws, in contrast, will not have brackets or underlining because it would be entirely new. Consolidation means that the law is placed in the New York City Charter or Administrative Code.
