TITLE:
Calls upon the New York State Legislature to further restrict the issuance of a license for the possession and purchase of firearms.

Recognizing that only “those individuals who are capable of being responsible gun owners [should] have access to such firearms,” Proposed Reso 289-A advocates that “the list of those ineligible for such firearms include individuals who have a propensity to violence or who have shown a disregard for the law.”  Thus, the resolution urges the New York State Legislature to“mandate that a license not be issued to a person convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence as defined in § 921 (a) of title 18, United States Code, convicted of the misdemeanor crime of assault, or convicted of three misdemeanors of any type within a ten year period as defined by state, federal or local law.”  The resolution finds that by “expanding these prohibitions, the New York State Legislature will further ensure that only responsible individuals are licensed to carry or purchase a weapon.”
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
