This is the outcome of a | arger
comunity board reforminitiative that we’ ve
had, and one of the things that came out of it
was testinony fromall five boroughs about the
i mportance of having youth on the conmmunity
boards. |’ m proud to be putting forward this
resolution today in support of allowing 16 and
17 year olds to serve as full voting members of
their comunity boards. Twenty percent of our
city under the age of 18, and our youth
deserves a voice on their local comunity
boards. These boards deal with issues affecting
their daily lives and the neighborhoods they
live in. Sixteen and 17 year olds bring energy
and diverse perspective. When | served on
Community Board Eight, | served with a 16 year
hi gh school student, and that board hadn’t had
a youth and education commttee previously. W
were able to actually start one and make sure
that we started addressing needs in education
and out of school time in the district. These
are sonme of the nost hard working civically

engaged young people that you will ever neet.
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One of them in fact, in the 1970's was Scott
Stringer who is now our Comptroller. | think
New York City is ready for a |lot nore stories
like this one. This was introduced at the
request of Manhattan Borough President Gale
Brewer who carried this resolution before I did

They are
i mportant, but |adies and gentleman, | only
want to take one mnute to read you the record
of the individual who is accused in these
crimes. This is public record. The individual
accused in these crimes, his name is Daniel St.
Hubert. He has a history of violence, nine
arrests including serving five years for
assault and attenpted nurder. He tried to
strangle his mother with an electrical cord in
2009. He was disciplined a dozen tinmes during
his stents in three state prisons, repeatedly
defied his jailors, was caught with a weapon
and stolen property and he attacked a guard. He
received mental health treatment after he tried
to strangle a Departnment of Correction officer
in 2010. He was di agnosed with paranoid
Schi zophreni a but released on May 23"% without

bei ng gi ven any nedi cation or any psychiatric
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referral. Days |ater we have a six-year-old boy
dead and a seven-year-old girl struggling. |1
bring this up because sonething is wong with
our crimnal justice system that soneone |ike
this is on the streets. Something is wong with
our nmental health system that what happened
happened. We cannot think or indul ge ourselves
and think that cameras are the total answer.
Recidivismin this city is real and it happens
every day on the streets. OQur jails are meant
to punish and to rehab, but we cannot continue
along this path. We have to do sonething about
the crimnal justice system W have to
investigate the--

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Bring your
comments to a cl ose.

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the next day. We can’t. It’s gone on for too
long and it’s become too serious a threat to
our nost vul nerabl e people.

1'd like to--but in reality I’d like to
take a nonent to speak about sonmething
happeni ng tomorrow that |1’ m both grateful and
hopeful about. At 10:00 a.m tonmorrow in this
chanber, the Education Committee will hold a
hearing on the audi ble alarms bill which I
introduced in March. Forty-six of you have
signed on as sponsors of the bill and |I thank
you for that support. The list of co-sponsors
i ncl udes Council Member Danny Dronm the
Education Commttee Chair who | respect so
much. Council Menmber Dromm | thank you for
your support and for allowing the bill to be

heard. The audible alarnms bill ainms to correct
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a sinple in problem In buildings throughout
our school systemthere are doors, unguarded
doors that connect corridors and stairwells to
the street. No one can and no one does have
their eyes on these doors, these exit doors at
all times. Even in our elenentary schools and
buil dings with special needs. In sonme
bui | di ngs, cameras are in place, but believe
me, no one is watching those nonitors at all
times. Enpl oyees get occupied with other
things. They go to the restroom and during
t hose monents a child can and has slipped out.
We know this because it’s happened, not once,
not twice, at |least eight times this very
school year. We're tal king about pre-k
students, kindergarteners, first graders and on
up, very young children and di sabled children
slipping out of school buildings and no one in
t hose buil dings knew. In sonme instances, they
were intercepted by strangers, and others, they
made their way home sometinmes to find their
parent and sometines to find an enpty house or
apartment. And all of these children weren’'t

intentionally running away. They slipped out of
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t he door accidentally looking for their teacher
or looking for the playground and got stuck
out si de when the door | ocked behind them and
no one in the building saw and no one knew. No
one went to check that door and let the baby
back in. I can’'t walk out of a wong door in a
subway station w thout everyone in the vicinity
being bl asted with the sound of an alarm but
an autistic child can run out of a door, a four
year old can be |ocked out with his little
pants down around his ankles, and that’s not
emergency worth sounding an al arm about ?
There’s no way that we can be confortable with
this risk. It’s unacceptable and we can do
better. We have to do better. It doesn’t
requi re changi ng every door in every school in
the system but where the risk exists we should
mtigate it. | encourage each of you to be a
part of tomorrow s hearing. Conme and hear from
the parents and fromthe advocates who wil |
speak. I’m nore determ ned than ever to see
this change made before the start of universal

pre-k--

actually have a piece of legislation that I am
reintroducing. It’s introduction nunmber 382,
it’s alittle bit more of a practical matter.

can hear the fire truck comng so you can pul
out of the way. Oddly enough, perhaps having to
do with a tradition going back hundreds of
years, if it is during evening hours, you wl
get a ticket, and the way | found this out was
because several constituents called and said,

“\Why did | get a ticket at night? I was sinply
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standing by the fire hydrant waiting for ny
spouse or my children to cone in. So this piece
of legislation would bring our |aw back into
t he year 2014. If you can stand at a fire
hydrant during the day, you should be all owed
to stand at a fire hydrant during the night. |
i magi ne this goes back to the tinmes before we
had |ights and sirens. | guess they had bells
on the trucks which weren’t as | oud, but
certainly now we can hear them com ng, and
certainly think that it’s tinme that we change
this legislation. It’s really a gotcha piece of
| egi sl ati on where individuals get ticketed for
standing at a fire hydrant while they're in
their cars without knowi ng that they can do
t hat during the daylight, but not during the
night time. Wth that, | yield nmy remaining
three seconds back to the Public Advocate.

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We’ve all stepped around liquid that |eaks from
mount ai ns of food waste put out by restaurants
every night, but this is nmore than just snell
or public hygiene. It’s about the rats that
lick the grease and the |liquid waste. For rats,
this is a big dinner for them and we are
putting out every night. They can survive just
from what they lick off the sidewal k. This bil
will require restaurants to clean liquid off
the sidewal k after the trash bag have been
t aken away, reducing major source of food for
rats and hopefully mtigating the city's rat
popul ati on overall. Thank you.

Member Crow ey?

COUNCI L MEMBER CROWLEY: Good
afternoon. Thank you, Madam Public Advocate,
M. Public Advocate. | rise to continue the
conversation that was started by Council Menber
Vacca and Council Menmber WIlianms. The

unfortunate violent acts that took a young siXx
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year old and nmaybe nore people we still don’t
know by M. St. Hubert should never have
happened. The man was sick. He was nmentally il
and he was violent. The state was in the
state’s jurisdiction and the State Department
of Correction failed us. Tonmorrow, | invite al
my col |l eagues to a hearing that the Fire and
Crimnal Justice Commttee is having across the
street at one o’ clock. We are co-chairing that
with Mental Health, Council Member Andy Cohen
and Council Member Corey Johnson who chairs the
Health Comm ttee. Nearly--on sone esti mates,
nearly 40 percent or over 40 percent of the
inmates on Ri ker’s |Island have a nental health
di agnosis. They shouldn’t be on Riker’s Island.
They need to be in a place where they' re
getting the care from physicians. Correction
officers don’'t even know when somebody has a
ment al health diagnosis. They' re protected by
HI PPA | aws. So, you know, we’re having this
hearing partly because the violence is
spiraling out of control at Riker's. You're
reading the stories in the newspaper day after

day and there are people dying there. There are
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i nmat es who are hurting other inmates; inmates
hurting staff, and we need to put an end to
t hat violence. Part of the reason we’'re having
this hearing, we need to make sure that if
anybody has a mental health diagnosis that
they’'re getting the care that they deserve on
the island and that that care continues once
they | eave for their safety, for their health,
and for the safety of all New Yorkers. So |
pl ease, | inplore you to come to the hearing
tomorrow and to be there as we try to make this
city safer by making Riker’s Island safer.
Thank you.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci l
Member Gentil e?

COUNCI L MEMBER GENTI LE: We all know
the destruction that illegal curb cuts cause to
the streets on our city, so | ask you to take a
|l ook at Intro 381 and sign on as a co-sponsor.
The bill would nmake it so that a person who
cuts a curb wi thout an approved DOT permt
woul d have to either fix the curb cut within a
time designated by the DOT Conmm ssi oner or have

the DOT fix it thenmselves and then charge the
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homeowner for the repair. It would make, and
al so, this bill would also make it that the
Communi ty Boards would have to be notified of a
permt request and could offer their
recommendati ons on whether the curb cut is
appropriate for that area. By forcing the
repairs to be made to illegal curb cuts at the
expense of the person who violates and cuts the
curb illegally and by notifying Comunity
Boards we make it so that fewer people wl
attenmpt such illegal nodifications and disrupt
our streetscape and take away val uabl e | egal
par ki ng spaces. So it’'s Intro 381.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci l
Member Cabrera?

CHAlI RPERSON CABRERA: Thank you so
much. | rise--and you say Cabrera very well.
| mpressive. | rise because | first want to take
notice that Council Member King, ny coll eague,
shoul d get the fashionista Council Menber of
the Day award, and |’ m going to get to you
Madam Speaker, but |I'm going--1 have a
rati onal e behind it, because he is, you may not

know this, but he is wearing the color of the
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season. And none of--1 don’'t see anybody el se
wearing yellow.

France, Switzerl and,
Australia, Mexico offer internet voting to
particul ar regions, regions and sectors.

woul d hope that we would not |ag behind. This
bill is explicitly at people, specifically

people entitled to an absentee ball ot or

mlitary ballot. | welconme discussion.
wel cone how we could make this bill a better
bill. Thank you so much. And thank you for
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announci ng Cabrera with authority. Thank you
so much.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci |
Menmber Kall 0s?

COUNCI L MEMBER KALLGS: | rise to
speak to Resolution 281 introduced with Counci
Menbers Rosent hal and Levine that woul d
institute a student voter registration day.

Il magine living in a society where people
actually voted, where we didn’t have the | owest
turn out in the country. There are 73, 680
seniors this year, and if we registered al

them on a student voter registration day, four
years from now there’ d be over 380, 000
potential voters. Eight years from now we’'d be
| ooking at 680,000 18 to 26 year ol ds possibly
voting, which neans we’'d be seeing nore people
18 to 26 voting than actually picked our
current Mayor in the Denocratic Primary. The
goal here is if we can do this, we'll be able
toroll this out. And | also want to thank

Chai rman Danny Dromm of the Education Commttee
who’ s been working very closely on this issue

with me in trying to get a student voter
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regi stration day. So thank you to all the
col | eagues, and hopefully we can make this
happen and really change engagenent and
hopefully all our Council Menmbers for a day
will be able to register one day when they are
16 or 17 while they are still in high school,
but please vote early, vote often, vote as
often as you can. Thank you.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci l
Member Ferreras?

COUNCI L MEMBER FERRERAS: Thank you.
| just wanted to take this opportunity to
acknowl edge my Council Menmber for a Day, M nal
[sp?] from IS 227, and what | just discovered
that’s really special is that Mnal’'s teacher
is my cousin, and | didn't--yes, so we actually
sent her a face, a picture of us here on
chanber--on the floor. And | also wanted to
take this opportunity to thank--this is the
first hearing, the first Stated that we’ ve had
since conpleting over 100 hours of hearings in
the Finance Commttee. So | want to thank you
all. Thank you. Thank you. Clearly this is

just a step in our final budget negotiating
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that we’'ll--we’ve already kicked off. So I also
wanted to thank Madam Speaker for having a
transparent and open process and |’ m | ooking
forward to our, you know, monent where we shake
t he hands on those steps.

COUNCI L MEMBER ULRI CH: Thank you,
Madam Public Advocate and surrogate. Today, |
rise my colleagues to invite all of you to join
me, Council Member Richards and al so Vinnie
Gentile of Brooklyn to attend a press
conference that’s going to take place in just a
few m nutes outside on the steps of City Hall
calling on the city to maintain and to nmake
per manent Rockaway ferry service. Many of you
know that follow ng hurricane Sandy one of the
best decisions that the city of New York made
in helping the communities recover fromthe
stormin supporting the small businesses, many
of which are still struggling today was in fact
the restoration of ferry service to the
peninsula. It serves as a life line for so many

of my constituents and Donovan’s constituents
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who rely on the ferry each and every day to get
to | ower Manhattan to get to good paying jobs
to get to work every day, hundreds, thousands
of people take the ferry every day, and
unfortunately, the noney that the city put into
the ferry is set to expire this October. | know
that we’'re in the m ddl e of budget
negoti ations, but that should be high on our
priority list. If you care about the
revitalization of the Rockaways, about turning
around the nei ghborhoods in the Rockaways,
about helping victins and famlies and
homeowners and residents who are affected
prof oundly by hurricane Sandy, then you wil
join us in this fight to put the noney in the
budget to force the Adm nistration to renmenber
how i nportant this service is to so many people
and nore inportantly to make it permanent so
t hat we don’t have to come begging with our hat
in our hand every time we're afraid the noney’s
going to run out. W need ferry service in
Rockaways. We need ferry service throughout the
five boroughs. We should expand ferry service

to other parts of this city as well, but we
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cannot | eave the people of the Rockaways
stranded this October. So thank you, and pl ease
feel free to join us on the steps in a few
m nut es.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci l
Member Barron?

COUNCI L MEMBER BARRON: Thank you to
t he Public Advocate and to the surrogate today.
Tonorrow we’ re having a hearing, a CUNY higher
ed hearing about needs, awards and schol arship
awar ds based on nerit, and | invite you all to
be there. The former Speaker, Peter Vall one,
will be here giving testinmony as will CUNY
representatives and student representatives.
And then on next Friday, | invite everyone to
come to the June Teenth [sic] celebration that
will be held here in the chambers begi nning at
5:30. We're very pleased to say that M quel a
Copel and, the other victim of the stabbing has
been rel eased fromthe hospital today. So she’s
home. We're sad to say that the funeral
services for the 18 year old Tinaya [sp?] wil
be held this evening, but we re pleased to say

that earlier today Mayor de Blasio and the
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Chair of NYCHA had a press conference and
announced that they have begun installation of
canmeras at boul evard and we actually went and
saw the wires that are being installed. So

we’'re very pleased to see that. And as we go

forward, |’ m asking ny colleagues to join me. |
plan to introduce a resolution that will cal
on the state to give us a one mllion dollar

grant as was done in the previous instance
where a young eight year old Hasidic boy was
killed in Borough Park. The State did give a
one mllion dollar grant for cameras, 100
canmeras to be installed in that community. So |
will be introducing a resolution asking for the
state to do that as well and get sonme sponsors
in the state to put that forward. And once
again, | want to rem nd us that we still have
not been able to secure the release of the 300
African girls in Nigeria, and let’s keep them
in our thoughts and in our prayers. Thank you.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci
Menber Dronmm?

COUNCI L MEMBER DROWM Thank you

very much. | also want to address the situation
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regarding mentally ill in our city jails and
our state jails, and I want to thank Council
Member Crow ey and Council Member Cohen for
agreeing to have the hearing tomorrow on the
i ssue of violence and nmental illness in our
city jails as well as ny piece of |egislation
to collect data on the use of solitary
confinement as it relates to mental health
services and provisions on Riker’s Island. It’
a known fact that only 47 percent of those who
are nmentally ill or substance abusers are
receiving treatment fromthe City’'s Department
of Health and in fact all of the others who
| eave the system are com ng right back onto ou
streets and that we have potential for many
nmore of these types of situations to occur. So
| hope that others will also sign onto ny Intr
292 and so we can begin to collect nunbers and
we can get a feel for what is actually
happeni ng on Ri ker’s Island and begin to deal
with the situation. Unfortunately, Riker’s
| sl and has beconme the place where |ess
fortunate receive their mental health services

or do not receive their nmental health services
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Ri ker’s Island was never intended to be that
way. OQur corrections officers are not trained
for that. They need to have assistance in this
matter, and that’s the purpose of this bill.
So, | look forward to that hearing tonorrow,
and | thank the Chairs again. Thank you very
much.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci l
Member Torres?

COUNCI L MEMBER TORRES: Thank you,
Public Advocate for a day. | actually got ny
start in politics as a District Manager for a
Day in a Community Board when | was 16, and
that’s why I’ m so proud to support Resol ution
115, and I'm |l ooking forward to hopefully
introducing a |l aw and eventually passing a | aw
that will allow for 16 and 17 year olds in our
Community Board. | feel |earning, you know, we
have a vested interest in promoting civic
engagenment anmong everyone, but especially our
youth, and in ny opinion, |earning how to be
civically engaged is a little like learning a
| anguage. The best time to do it when you're

young. So |I’m proud to support Resolution 115.
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| al so want to announce that tomorrow |’ m
al ong with Robert Cornegy and Council Member
Cumbo, | am holding a rally regarding 57 NYCHA
run community centers and senior centers that
are in danger of closing. It will have an
i mpact on 25 council districts. Fourteen
percent of NYCHA's stock of support services
for our youth and our elderly are in danger of
cl osing overnight and that’s something that we
have to prevent because it’s an unacceptable
outcome. And obviously, the stabbings in
Boul evard Houses was an act of unspeakabl e
horror, and I want to comend the Mayor for
personally getting involved and playing a role
in expediting the installation of caneras, but
it’s worth pointing out that the source of
funding for CC TV and | ayered access control is
City Council funds. And so when you attack
menber items, you're attacking the only source
of funding avail able for enhanced security in
our public housing devel opments, and | think
that’s sonmet hing that should be noted. Thank

you.
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PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci |
Member Van Bramer ?

COUNCI L MEMBER VAN BRAMER: Very
good. Thank you very much. | want to al so speak
to the issue that Council Menber Torres just
spoke to, the Wbodsi de Senior Center and the
Wobodsi de community are on that |ist of possible
cl osures, and obviously we know what a lifeline
t he Wbodsi de conmmunity center is to the young
peopl e of the Wodsi de Houses. So it cannot
happen. We cannot cl ose those lifelines, and |
want to thank Council Menmber Torres for that
fight. I also want to thank in absentia ny
spouse and the First Lady of the City of New
York for the luncheon and all ny coll eagues who
went to that and those who couldn’t but their
spouses cane. Council Menber Greenfield wasn’t
able to make it, but his wife told a wonderfu
story about their three nonth old infant, and
it’s something that our Council Menber for the
Day and | share in common when | asked her what
her favorite part of the day was today, she
said it was having lunch with the First Lady of

the City of New York. | agree. So, a thank
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you to all participated and especially to ny
spouse for organizing it and making it happen
Thank you.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Counci l
Member Richards to close.

COUNCI L MEMBER RI CHARDS: Alrighty.
Good afternoon, colleagues. Today | ask you to
sign onto resolution 280, which is calling on
the state legislature to fully found its
Brownfield Opportunity Area Program All around
the state and in a number of our districts
there are sites where the ground soil is
contam nated with toxins, usually from prior
i ndustrial use. These contam nants are not only
a risk to our ground water or our respiratory
system but they pose threats to our children
pl ayi ng outdoors. This state program hel ps us
to infuse nmuch needed capital into sites that
ordinarily would deter investnent by devel opers
because of the associated cost and liability.
There are a nunber of sites throughout the city
where renmediation led to community renewal and
the benefits are still realized today,

especially in the Bronx. This resolution calls
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on the state to incorporate the clean up of
Brownfi el ds and their budgets which as we know
is set to be finalized within a matter of days.
| ask my colleagues to join me in this effort
to make a push calling on the state to support
t hese projects. They are in the best interest
of our health, environment and the fabric of
our communities. Thank you.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Revised tally
