	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to exemptions from the payment of fees for fire department permits, inspections and witnessing of required performance tests.
	Sponsors: By Council Members Weprin, Dickens and James (by request of the Mayor)



	Summary of Legislation:  Currently, the Fire Code exempts churches and other not-for-profit religious, charitable and educational organizations from Fire Department fees for permits, inspections or witnessing of required system performance tests.  This local law would limit this fee exemption to premises owned and operated by a not-for-profit religious or educational institution, corporation or association and used predominantly as one of the following: 1) a house of worship or adjacent housing for members of the clergy, or 2) a school accredited by the state of New York providing kindergarten through twelve grade education.

	Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
