TITLE: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to clarifying the enforcement of parking regulations near schools
BILL SUMMARY: This proposed law would require the Department of Transportation to post on its website when parking regulations in school zones are in effect. The proposed law would also require that the Department of Transportation not enforce certain parking regulations when schools are not in session. This proposed law would clarify when regulations are in effect and also free up parking in spots reserved for school employees when school is not in session.

CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED: Adds § 19-175.6 
EFFECTIVE DATE: 120 days
