	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to issuance of a certificate of completion for individuals working on supported scaffolds.


	Sponsors:
Council Members Provenzano, Brewer, Comrie, Stewart, Jackson, Gennaro, and Oddo



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require that supported scaffolds be erected, dismantled, or maintained only by individuals who have obtained a certificate of completion for a training course authorized as satisfactory by this legislation.  In addition, it would be lawful only for individuals who have obtained a “supported scaffold user certificate” through completion of a training course as specified by the legislation to perform construction work requiring a supported scaffold. Employers would be responsible for ensuring that only workers who have successfully completed the required training could erect supported scaffolds or perform work while on a supported scaffold.  The legislation would also lower the height for the permit requirement pertaining to supported scaffolds to over forty feet.

	Impact on Revenues:  None.  Lowering the height standard for requiring a permit for a supported scaffold could potentially generate additional revenue, but such revenue cannot be projected with any confidence prior to the passage of this legislation.  This legislation also establishes penalties for work done in violation of its provisions, but the intention of such fines is not to generate revenue but to compel compliance.
