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          1  COMMITTEE ON STATE AND FEDERAL LEGISLATION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Good morning.

          3  Welcome to the State and Federal Legislation

          4  Committee hearing. I would like to begin by first

          5  recognizing the colleagues, members of this

          6  Committee. Mr. James Oddo to my right, Mr. Stabile,

          7  also I believe in the next room is Ms. Mary Pinkett.

          8                 I would also like to introduce the

          9  Assistant Director of the Finance Division, Mr.

         10  Frank Tramontano, Mr. Gilberto Valdez, Counsel to

         11  this Committee.

         12                 Today we will consider a variety of

         13  home rule messages, four of which involve a

         14  reconveyance of property for which taxes were not

         15  paid, for where the circumstances were such that the

         16  individuals may be entitled to recoup the former

         17  property after paying all taxes and penalties.

         18                 These reconveyances will be heard as

         19  SLR 137, 142, 150 and 151.

         20                 We will also hear SLR 90, which will

         21  allow for the continued operation of the South Bronx

         22  Job Corps Center, and the Construction of a new

         23  community center and gymnasium on the property.

         24                 We will consider a brief SLR which

         25  will allow New York City Sanitation to purchase
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          2  service credit for the time they were laid off from

          3  City employment between the Year of 1990 and 1993.

          4  We will also consider SLR 157, which will create a

          5  25 year retirement program for EMS lieutenants and

          6  captains and EMS chief officers.

          7                 The next SLR we will consider is SLR

          8  45. This bill would simply lower the maximum

          9  allowable monthly deduction from an employee's pay

         10  for purposes of contributing to the New York Fire

         11  Department Life Insurance Fund. Deposits to this

         12  fund are currently made by New York City

         13  firefighters, officers, probationary firefighters,

         14  and retired members of the New York City Fire

         15  Department.

         16                 We will also consider a preconsidered

         17  SLR which will allow New York City police officers

         18  to receive service credit in the police pension

         19  funds for prior creditable City and State service.

         20                 SLR 30 will authorize the transfer of

         21  retirement service credit to one specific

         22  individual, Mr. James M. James.

         23                 SLR 128 and its accompanying SLR 158

         24  will allow members of NYCRS and the Board of

         25  Education retirement system to designate an
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          2  alternative beneficiary for the receipt of

          3  accidental death benefits, if there were no other

          4  eligible beneficiaries.

          5                 Finally, we will hear SLR 139 and

          6  159. SLR 139 will allow the City's pension funds to

          7  invest in small mortgages to finance low and middle

          8  income housing, and SLR 159 will extend and expand

          9  the City's power to invest in treasury funds.

         10                 We will consider three Mayor's

         11  messages. M604 will extend for a period of five

         12  years the City's red light camera program. 605 will

         13  authorize service of notice of violation by

         14  certified mail, return receipt requested for any

         15  postal law violations so that due process rights of

         16  alleged violators are not jeopardized.

         17                 The last Mayor's message will be

         18  preconsidered, addresses several important tax

         19  issues. I would also like to state for the record

         20  that SLR 51, 121, 125, and 38 will be filed because

         21  of technical errors in the legislation.

         22                 Before the Administration begins

         23  testifying, our Committee will request that anyone

         24  who testifies will summarize, if they have a written

         25  statement, and not read it verbatim into the record.
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          2                 Also, because there are so many items

          3  on the agenda for us to consider, I am going to

          4  request that everyone keep their remarks to less

          5  than ten minutes, and at this moment we would like

          6  to know if the Administration has any objection to

          7  the reconveyance on the agenda today? We would like

          8  to begin by listening to you.

          9                 MR. MULLEN: Good morning, Mr.

         10  Chairman, Council Members. My name is Al Mullen, and

         11  I am with the Mayor's Office of Legislative Affairs.

         12  The Administration does not take a position or does

         13  not object to the following agenda items: Items

         14  number one through six, agenda number eight, agenda

         15  number nine, agenda number 11 and agenda number 13.

         16                 Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: How about SLR, no

         18  objection to SLR 90? That is the Job Corps Center in

         19  the Bronx? Thank you.

         20                 At this point I believe we would like

         21  to hear from Mr. North.

         22                 MR. NORTH: Thank you, Mr. Chairman,

         23  members of the Committee. I would first like to make

         24  a couple of comments regarding the proposed

         25  legislation to provide a 25-year plan for emergency

          2  medical supervisors. This is Senate 5595-A, Assembly

          3  8069-A. I have just provided a fiscal note on this

          4  proposed legislation dated July 21, 1999, and in

          5  that fiscal note I point out there are multiple

          6  technical flaws in the bill, and some potential

          7  problems in the event that alternative proposed

          8  legislation for emergency medical technicians below

          9  the rank of supervisor should be enacted into law,

         10  there may be a problem with fitting the two bills

         11  together.

         12                 Specifically on the cost, we estimate

         13  that there would be a first-year cost of

         14  approximately $400,000 per year if this proposed

         15  legislation were to be enacted. One of the issues

         16  surrounding this plan, proposed 25-year plan, is

         17  that although the members would pay an additional

         18  eight percent of payroll for it, because on average

         19  they will not have paid over their entire working

         20  lifetime, nor will they in the event of the

         21  enactment of the Emergency Medical Technicians below

         22  the rank of supervisors' legislation, there may not

         23  be any new members coming in for whom the expected

         24  rate of contribution of eight percent will be

         25  sufficient to offset the cost of the plan.
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          2                 Consequently we believe there could

          3  be a cost of as much as $400,000 per year, and I

          4  would be glad to answer any other questions on that

          5  particular bill.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Mr. North, would

          7  you like to make any other comments on any of the

          8  other bills on the agenda?

          9                 MR. NORTH: Yes, please.

         10                 With respect to the proposed

         11  legislation regarding the James James, the one

         12  person bill, I would just like to point out that the

         13  fiscal note is inconsistent with the bill itself.

         14  The fiscal note from the state retirement system

         15  actuary, which appears to have been drafted

         16  reflecting a bill that was a different bill all

         17  together, the proposed legislation states that the

         18  cost will be borne by the City, but the state's

         19  retirement system actuary's fiscal note suggests

         20  there is a cost to the state and participating

         21  employers in the State retirement system, that

         22  fiscal note is dated 1993 and appears to have been

         23  probably not properly lined up.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Can you estimate

         25  what it will cost?
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          2                 MR. NORTH: Unfortunately I was

          3  unaware of the bill until just yesterday and we were

          4  unable to find Mr. James' file in time to estimate

          5  the total additional service and estimate the

          6  expected cost, which would depend on just how many

          7  additional years of service would get credited for

          8  the time that he spent in the state and relate to

          9  the salary and formula under which he has already

         10  retired.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: We have been

         12  joined by Mary Pinkett and Councilman Fisher,

         13  Councilman Sabini, and the future Speaker of the

         14  City Council, Mr. Miller.

         15                 MR. NORTH: And lastly, I would

         16  request the opportunity to testify on the fire life

         17  insurance.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Mr. North, we

         19  want to continue, just a very quick question.

         20                 Any money that you are aware of being

         21  transferred from the State on Mr. James James?

         22                 MR. NORTH: As I quickly read the

         23  bill, it appears that the State would not be

         24  required to transfer any funds. That is inconsistent

         25  with the approach taken by normal transfers, and in
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          2  fact, it is one of the confusing parts of the bill

          3  which suggests the City bears the entire cost, but

          4  at the same time transfers, there is normally a

          5  transfer of reserves when a member moves from one

          6  retirement system to another in the City.

          7                 With respect to the fire life

          8  insurance proposed reduction in the maximum

          9  participant premium rate from $25 to $9, this is

         10  Senate 3585 and Assembly 6027, as of today

         11  participants in the fire life insurance fund are

         12  paying $9 per month for the coverage that they

         13  receive. This was raised from $3 back beginning 1998

         14  and was the law that permitted that, permitted the

         15  trustees to raise the premium from $3 to $9, that

         16  was Chapter 514 of the laws of '94, and that law was

         17  originally enacted to provide the Board of Trustees

         18  with the flexibility to deal with the need to either

         19  raise premiums or decrease benefits, as opposed to

         20  just being compelled to decrease benefits of $3 per

         21  month per participant was inadequate.

         22                 I would just like to note that the

         23  Board of Trustees I believe have been exercising

         24  their fiduciary responsibilities very prudently,

         25  that they are the individuals charged with the
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          2  responsibility of managing the fund who are closest

          3  to it, and I believe that the flexibility engendered

          4  in the current law would be appropriate to continue

          5  because as this law is established it would merely

          6  codify at the state legislative level the current

          7  rate of contribution, and in the event that the

          8  contribution rate needed to be increased would

          9  require legislation from Albany to do what it would

         10  just seem to the actuary to be more appropriately

         11  dealt with at the level of the board who are close

         12  to the situation and most knowledgeable about it.

         13                 That concludes my remarks, Mr.

         14  Chairman, and I would be glad to answer any

         15  questions.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you very

         17  much. There are no questions.

         18                 MR. NORTH: Thank you.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Mr. Scotto. I

         20  have been joined by one of the most powerful members

         21  in the City Council, the Whip, Mr. Robles.

         22                 Good morning.

         23                 MR. SCOTTO: Good morning. I am Tom

         24  Scotto, President of the New York City Detectives

         25  Endowment Association, I am speaking on behalf of
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          2  the Coalition of Police Unions, which include the

          3  Police, Sergeants, Lieutenants, Captains and above.

          4                 On the bill before you, Assembly Bill

          5  8951, in regards to buying back prior City or State

          6  time, this particular bill is merely one of more or

          7  less of a correction in which it was granted to the

          8  Fire and Police last year, but the police matter did

          9  not come before the City Council due to a technical

         10  glitch and has been reinstated this year to coincide

         11  with the language that was granted by the City

         12  Council and signed into law next year -- signed into

         13  law last year by the Governor. So there is no

         14  objection by the City, Mr. Al Mullen, the

         15  Administration, so I respectfully request it be

         16  considered and passed as quickly as possible.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you.

         18                 MR. SCOTTO: That's it. Thank you.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: We will bring up

         20  the Administration in a moment. Thank you, Mr.

         21  Scotto.

         22                 Good morning, and welcome. I

         23  understand that the Administration will be speaking

         24  on item number seven and ten. We understand you

         25  might be against this item. That being the case, we
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          2  will keep it shorter than the ten minutes that we

          3  requested earlier.

          4                 MR. DOWLING: Good morning. My name is

          5  Andy Dowling, I am an Assistant Director with the

          6  New York City Office of Management and Budget.

          7                 I am here to testify against SLR 30

          8  and SLR 157.

          9                 SLR 30 is a one person reopener.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: That is the Mr.

         11  James or whatever?

         12                 MR. DOWLING: Yes, the James James

         13  bill. Despite unfortunate circumstances, we don't

         14  believe the City had any part in misinforming or

         15  preventing this person from taking advantage of the

         16  law which provides a one-year transfer period.

         17                 I understand the Actuary didn't

         18  estimate the cost but I did some back of the

         19  envelope costs, I believe there would be at least a

         20  $5,000 drain per year cost and for those reasons we

         21  oppose the bill. We oppose the one-person reopeners.

         22                 I don't know if you want me to move

         23  on to the next bill.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Please do.

         25                 MR. DOWLING: The next bill, I believe
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          2  the Actuary laid out in his fiscal note, which is an

          3  ample fiscal note, it is like a fiscal analysis

          4  which only I believe the Actuary could do.

          5                 I testified in the past that these

          6  improved plans tend to be anti-selective when you

          7  set a rate and it is only for optional participation

          8  and it was unclear if it is a mandatory

          9  participation, but if the Actuary clarified that,

         10  that it seems to lack a mandatory subsidy for new

         11  hires to come in and subsidize the cost of

         12  anti-selection, indeed he priced it at $400,000 a

         13  year.

         14                 Beyond opposing it on cost, we oppose

         15  it in principle as well, as I believe Commissioner

         16  Hanley will just supplement my remarks regarding

         17  non-mutually supported legislation for improved

         18  pension benefits. Thus the City opposes both bills,

         19  but the EMS superior bill.

         20                 COMMISSIONER HANLEY: Hello. My name

         21  is Commissioner Hanley, Commissioner of Labor

         22  Relations for the City of New York.

         23                 In addition to those items that were

         24  pointed out by Mr. Dowling from OMB, there have been

         25  instances when other bills have been passed, when
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          2  the City of New York did not participate in the

          3  design of the plan. It has had major impact on the

          4  agencies themselves, in terms of people wanting to

          5  get promoted or not getting promoted, people have

          6  turned down promotions, it has affected the career

          7  path of individual employees, as well as the

          8  operation of the agency itself.

          9                 Clearly, we have demonstrated that we

         10  are more than willing to sit down and support

         11  legislation, support legislation after we have sat

         12  down and agreed upon design and costs.

         13                 We have not agreed upon costs, and

         14  this has an additional cost to the City. The design

         15  is something that we think is detrimental to the

         16  overall good order and operation of EMS, and we have

         17  seen that happen in other agencies as well.

         18                 So, for those reasons we would urge

         19  you not to grant the Home Rule Message on this bill.

         20                 Thank you.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you, Mr.

         22  Hanley. Thank you very much for your statement.

         23                 At this moment we would like to call

         24  in District 37, and give them the opportunity to

         25  respond to some of the comments that we just heard.
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          2  We are looking forward to DC 37 perhaps responding

          3  to Mr. Hanley's testimony.

          4                 MS. D'ALESSANDRO: Diane D'Alessandro,

          5  Assistant Director of Research and Negotiations at

          6  District Council 37.

          7                 We are here to speak in favor of SLR

          8  157. This legislation permits supervising medical

          9  service specialists and EMS chief officers to retire

         10  after 25 years of service without regard to age. The

         11  duties of supervising EMTs and paramedic specialists

         12  in the EMS are physically and emotionally demanding

         13  and often hazardous, and the stress and exertion

         14  inherent in every tour of duty eventually have a

         15  detrimental effect on the personal well-being of

         16  these workers.

         17                 New York City currently has three

         18  principal emergency first responder agencies,

         19  Police, Fire, and within the Fire Department, EMS,

         20  however, only EMS employees remain eligible for

         21  early retirement benefits. The Early Retirement Plan

         22  for EMS workers should be equivalent to that of

         23  their counterparts, and on that basis we urge the

         24  support of SLR 157.

         25                 MR. GILLER: I just would like to say
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          2  -- Joel Giller, Assistant General Counsel DC 37 --

          3  to respond to some of the points made previously.

          4  This bill applies to a very limited group of people,

          5  and further limited by the fact that it will be open

          6  only to people who are choosing who elect to join

          7  the program.

          8                 The requirement is that the electing

          9  members pay eight percent above the contribution

         10  rate they already pay. This is a rate that has been

         11  reviewed by the Actuary, there has been a change

         12  from a lower rate based on the concerns that have

         13  been expressed here today to the eight percent

         14  level, and we believe an independent actuary who has

         15  reviewed these numbers believes that that is an

         16  accurate number for creating an essentially no-cost

         17  bill.

         18                 Finally, I would like to note that

         19  other uniformed employees of the City, Police, Fire,

         20  as well as emergency service workers who are in the

         21  lower titles, technician titles, have bills or have

         22  the program that we are trying to implement for the

         23  officers and it would be incongruous at the least to

         24  have lower level employees of the emergency services

         25  forces receive a benefit that the officers would not
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          2  be eligible for.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: As I

          4  understand you, the career path is not at all

          5  affected by this legislation.

          6                 MR. GILLER: That's correct. That

          7  doesn't change the career path at all.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: And the

          9  duties that are performed by firefighters and

         10  police, which is similar to that of the EMS all the

         11  same, in many instances, as the EMS workers, yet

         12  they have also the right to retire after certain

         13  number of years of service, which is being denied to

         14  EMS workers.

         15                 MR. GILLER: Yes, we are trying to

         16  bring into line the benefits and programs that all

         17  of the uniformed officers of this City have, and it

         18  has been made extra clear by the fact that the Fire

         19  Department now is the Department for Emergency

         20  Medical Service workers that these people perform

         21  the same duties as other uniformed officers.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: So, actually

         23  this would appear to be clearly a discriminatory

         24  action to prevent them from receiving a benefit that

         25  is available to members of the same Department
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          2  performing basically the same duties, but denied its

          3  full benefits of the services that the agency

          4  offers.

          5                 MR. GILLER: That is correct. That is

          6  our position.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: Okay.

          8                 Would it be correct also to say that

          9  in other agencies there exist provisions where

         10  workers can retire under similar circumstances

         11  without having to have a certain age or -- and it is

         12  permitted in agencies other than EMS?

         13                 MR. GILLER: Yes, as we point out in

         14  our support memo, other uniformed force employees do

         15  receive that benefit.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: Would that be

         17  Transit?

         18                 MR. GILLER: Well, Police, Fire --

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: Police, Fire,

         20  Transit would be another one that I would suggest,

         21  because they do retire after 20 years.

         22                 MR. GILLER: I believe that is

         23  correct.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: And it is not

         25  a question of age, it is 20 years.
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          2                 MR. GILLER: I don't have a full list

          3  at my fingertips.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: There are a

          5  whole list of agencies where it is a question of

          6  being eligible under whatever the stipulation that

          7  established the right of retirement, and it has not

          8  adversely affected the agency's ability to function.

          9                 MR. GILLER: We believe that is true,

         10  this is certainly not a unique provision in any way.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: And it has,

         12  to my knowledge, not impacted on the financial

         13  status of the City so that in-coming police

         14  officers, for instance, are denied the right to

         15  retire after 20 years, or fire offices, denied the

         16  right to retire after 20 years; is that correct?

         17                 MR. GILLER: We believe that is

         18  correct.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: All right. So

         20  that it has not proven to be a financial burden to

         21  the City?

         22                 MR. GILLER: We don't think there is

         23  any evidence that would indicate otherwise.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: All right,

         25  thank you.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you, Ms.

          3  Pinkett.

          4                 MR. GILLER: Thank you.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you very

          6  much.

          7                 At this moment we would like to call

          8  back on item number 16, the Administration.

          9                 ASSISTANT COMMISSIONER SCHUPPER: Good

         10  morning.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Good morning.

         12                 ASSISTANT COMMISSIONER SCHUPPER: My

         13  name is Israel Schupper, Izzy Schupper, from the

         14  Department of Finance, and I am here to indicate the

         15  Administration's support for Assembly 8518-A dealing

         16  with various improvements in administrative

         17  procedures related to tax collection, tax payments.

         18  The bill would provide several improvements in tax

         19  payer assistance. The first will be called private

         20  mail delivery service, both the IRS and New York

         21  State allow taxpayers to use private delivery

         22  services and to receive the benefits of having the

         23  more favorable postmarked date of private delivery

         24  services such as Fed-Ex and the other UPS. Right now

         25  City taxpayers must use the US mail in order to be
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          2  assured that we are going to account the tax

          3  collection as of the postmarked date. This

          4  legislation would conform to state and IRS rules

          5  allowing private mail delivery services, the

          6  benefits of postmarked date for taxpayers.

          7                 The other items are the Department of

          8  Finance will conform administrative procedures to

          9  the New York State and IRS procedures regarding

         10  offers and compromise where there is a doubt as to

         11  collectibility of particular tax liabilities. The

         12  IRS and New York State have the power, the authority

         13  today to offer compromises where they deem that

         14  going to court would, there would be some jeopardy

         15  in court.

         16                 So what they are going to do in this

         17  particular bill, it would allow us to compromise,

         18  but to be sure that it could be collected in

         19  compromise but no less than the amount that would be

         20  likely recovered through court proceedings. So there

         21  is a limit to the compromise, but it would conform

         22  our law to the State and IRS code.

         23                 The third item is what we call

         24  vacating tax warrants, and often, unfortunately

         25  there are errors in the posting of tax liabilities
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          2  for taxpayers, and we would like to correct them.

          3  The current procedure for correcting these

          4  correcting these tax warrants that are filed in the

          5  Supreme Court is to go back to the Supreme Court and

          6  file a motion, and this process is often cumbersome,

          7  it is time-consuming and it is a burden to the court

          8  system. The state has indicated that it wants to

          9  join us in this endeavor. So, this particular

         10  provision in the tax bill would be both for the

         11  State Tax Department and the New York City Finance

         12  Department, it would allow us to vacate tax warrants

         13  without going through this cumbersome court process

         14  and it will save a lot of time and frustration to

         15  taxpayers.

         16                 The final provisions of the bill are

         17  more technical in nature. In 1996, the federal

         18  Government had passed the Small Business Job

         19  Protection Act, and it permitted certain entities

         20  such as S corporations to organize as what they

         21  called qualified Subchapter S corporations.

         22                 In 1997, the State clarified its

         23  rules to be consistent with the new state new

         24  federal law, we never had the opportunity to do

         25  that, we are going to do that now to catch up with
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          2  the changes in federal law as they relate to S

          3  corporations.

          4                 And finally, we are going to do some

          5  internal conformity between our corporate tax and

          6  UBT in the area of how we tax broadcasting and

          7  publishing services in that area.

          8                 So, that last provision will conform

          9  the corporate tax to the more modern provisions that

         10  we have in the UBT related to these industries.

         11                 Thank you.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you very

         13  much. I don't believe there are any questions.

         14                 Thank you very much.

         15                 ASSOCIATE COMMISSIONER SCHUPPER:

         16  Thank you.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: At this moment we

         18  would like to call on the members for a vote, but I

         19  would also like to enter into the record, on the

         20  issue of Mr. James, for reasons that are not

         21  ascribable to his own negligence, Mr. James credit

         22  in the New York State Local Employees System was not

         23  transferrable to the New York City Employees

         24  Retirement System upon his return to City

         25  employment, and that is why we feel that we need
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          2  to  -- (off the record).

          3                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Having answered

          4  some questions off the record, we would like to go

          5  into a vote.

          6                 Claude, are you ready, sir?

          7                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Just for the

          8  record, we are voting on items one through 16, and

          9  the last four items on the agenda are being filed.

         10  So this is a vote for, everything is coupled on

         11  agenda items one through 16.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Rivera.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Yes. And at this

         14  moment I would like to commend both the staff from

         15  the City Council and the Administration, especially

         16  on the Job Corps Youth Center. It is a beautiful

         17  piece of real estate in the Bronx and it is

         18  something that we can all be proud of. It is an

         19  institution, I might say, that is giving youngsters

         20  a second chance in life. So, I just thought that I

         21  wanted to share that and I want to thank the

         22  administration and the City Council. Thank you very

         23  much.

         24                 I vote yes.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Pinkett.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: I vote aye on

          3  all, and I am going to find out about the Job Corps.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: You are all

          5  invited on a tour of the Job Corps Center, it is

          6  something that we can be proud of.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Robles.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Yes.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Fisher.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER FISHER: Yes.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Sabini.
