SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the Department of Social Services to expand supportive housing eligibility to heads of households who were justice-involved in the past 12 months. It would also establish that single adults, adult families, and families with children whose head of household suffers from severe mental illness, substance use disorder, or both; is homeless or at risk of homelessness; and has been justice-involved in the past 12 months are eligible for supportive housing.
