          3  full Committee on Land Use. We do have a quorum.

          4                 LU No. 600 through 604 are related.

          5  It is an amendment to the City map in relation to

          6  the mixed use development at 50 West Street. It is

          7  Council Member Gerson's district. There is also a

          8  text amendment and a special permit for development,

          9  a special permit to allow unmapped air space above

         10  the Brooklyn Battery Tunnel, to be considered a

         11  single zoning tax lot, a single zoning lot in

         12  relation to mixed use development at 50 West.

         13                 A special permit to modify setback

         14  provisions, in relation to the mixed use development

         15  at 50 West Street. All of these are related to 50

         16  West, a special permit to modify urban plaza

         17  provisions.

         18                 LU No. 605 is 10 Downing Cafe, it's a

         19  sidewalk cafe. The applicant is in Speaker Quinn's

         20  district. Eighteen tables and 36 chairs was the

         21  compromise.

         22                 An amendment to the zoning map by

         23  Century 21, changing it from a C82 to C42-A District

         24  to facilitate the development of a public parking

         25  garage. That is in Council Member Gentile's
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          2  district. It is related to 609, which is a special

          3  permit to allow seven-level unattended public

          4  parking places.

          5                 LU No. 610 through 611, and 611, is

          6  an amendment to a zoning map to facilitate the

          7  construction of a garage. It is in Council Member

          8  Lappin's District.

          9                 LU No. 611. Special permit to allow

         10  an unattended parking garage with 195 spaces. The

         11  rest are UDAAPs. It's LU No. 506. It is in Council

         12  Member Mealy's district. 124 Marion Street, 19

         13  Sumpter Street, 17 Sumpter Street in Brooklyn.
